2. Please continue to pray for God's grace and peace in the midst of the conflict 
between Russia and Ukraine.  Pray especially in this time of crisis for those 
grieving the loss of loved ones and families who are displaced or separated.  Pray 
also for the many missionary churches in Ukraine. 

3. Please pray for Grace Young and her family as they mourn the loss of her younger 
brother, Russell.  Pray for God's peace, comfort, strength and encouragement. 

4. Please pray for our upcoming CACW Picnic (June 18) -- and especially for those 
who will be participate in our first outdoor baptism!
