For the English 
congregation, please speak to Pastor Alan or another leader.  For the Chinese 
congregation, the sign-up sheet for first-half-of-the-year Sunday volunteer service 
is posted in the lobby. Please consider signing up to serve the Chinese 
congregation as a greeter, with altar flowers, or in lunch service (preparing tea and 
rice, distributing lunch, and cleaning up). 

4. The Easter Egg Hunt for kids from Nursery through 5th grade will take place right 
after the Combined Easter Sunday Service on 4/5.  Children and parents will first 
meet outside the church for instructions and then collect the eggs.  You can bring 
your own basket, but the church will provide special cellophane bags for the 
children.
